Can you help me illustrate at least part of this story? : 

· "Stephen Gray knew that if you rub a glass tube with a skin or fur, you can "excite" its electricity or "electrify" it, and small bits of dust and fine pieces of metal leaf (or paper) would stick to it .

· "Gray used a hollow glass tube for this purpose. To keep dust from getting into the tube, he put a cork in it. He then noticed that the cork also would attract bits of matter, even though it could not itself be "electrified" directly by rubbing. That is, the electrical "power" was carried over to the cork. Now, Gray kept on trying new materials, and trying to see how far he could extend the electrical charge. First he put a stick in the cork, then a longer stick with an ivory ball at the end–these still picked up matter. A two-foot wire attached to the stick still did the same. Many objects of different materials tied to the end of the wire still attracted lightweight materials. His fireplace tongs, his walking stick, a 14-foot fishing pole, an umbrella, leaves, a live chicken–all of these acquired the electric virtue when attached to the glass tube that was getting its electrical virtue excited."
